The South Florida Regional Planning Council (Council) is one of Florida’s ten regional planning councils. It was formed in 1969 as the Tri-County Jetport Council to address issues related to the proposed development of the “Everglades Jetport” in Big Cypress.

The Council serves three counties: Monroe, Miami-Dade, and Broward; 71 municipalities; and 4 million residents. 

Specific rights, responsibilities, and powers of the Regional Planning Councils are defined in Florida Statutes. The Legislature has recognized the Councils as Florida’s “only multipurpose regional entity that is in position to plan for and coordinate intergovernmental solutions to growth-related problems on greater-than local issues, provide technical assistance to local governments, and meet other needs of the communities in each region.”

Vision
Advance the energy, economic, and environmental security of the state of Florida by promoting the growth of electric vehicle ownership and accompanying infrastructure.

Goals
Encourage incentive and policy development in Florida that promotes electric vehicle adoption and/or removes barriers to adoption.
Educate key stakeholders about plug-in vehicle priorities.
Maintain a well-running and fluid stakeholder group that best represents membership priorities and fosters collaboration.



Permitting Feedback

» Confusing and complex municipal codes (e.g., zoning,
building, and parking codes) and associated permitting
processes are commonly cited barriers to EV charger
deployment.

» Many state, county, and local permitting processes lack
dedicated pathways for Electric Vehicle Supply
Equipment (EVSE) approval

» A streamlined and transparent permitting process is
essential for swift expansion of EV charging




Recommendations

» Online Permit Checklist: Create an Online Checklist of
all needed requirements for expedited review posted
on the Authority Having Jurisdiction (AHJ) website.

» Allow administrative approval of EV charging stations
that meet checklist requirements.

» Electronic Application

» Clarify that EVCS are not subject to approval by an
association (e.g., a homeowner’s association, known as
“right-to-charge” laws).

» Permit Review Timelines

Clearly describe the required steps, forms, submittals, and process of applying for an electric vehicle charging station permit.
Local governments can streamline permit applications by directing them through a single department and through health and safety review. If multiple departments are involved, the reviews should happen simultaneously instead of one department after another.
The system should offer submission and payment mechanisms online. Ideally, this would be done through a dedicated portal and accept electronic signatures on permit applications.
Establish and communicate the permit review and approval processing times. Permit review and processing times can help manage customer expectations. Local governments can opt to provide sample or target timelines, or they can require a turnaround time to mark a permit as complete or incomplete.
